Good morning, I am Mayor Art Vandelay of Cresent City and I would like to both welcome and thank the members of the Liberty County IMT for such a quick response to this incident. As a result of your response being a part of our City/County Mutual AID plan I will not be granting a Delegation of Authority, since that agreement already bestows emergency management authority on the IC of this IMT. 
My main concern at this time is for the safety of the responders and the citizens of Cresent City. I fully endorse the plan to evacuate residents in the danger zone and want you to know that I have been in contact with my Cresent City Emergency Manager who has reported that as per our Emergency Operations Plan. we, along with the Red Cross, have opened two shelters, one located at the Cresent City High School at 500  Infirmary Road and the second one at the Cresent City Y.M.C.A. building at Wilsonville Road and Cresent City Road. All that is needed is for you to provide the transportation.  Lincoln County Hospital has also been notified and is ready to accept any persons sick or injured due to this incident as well as the evacuees from Cresent City Hospital. They are located approximately 10 miles East of the city on Wilsonville Road. Another concern that I have is that the public be informed and updated on developments so that panic and misinformation is kept to a minimum. Lastly, I realize that this incident could go from bad to worse in a short time and I do support your efforts but please try to keep costs as reasonable as possible.
